VIKINGS ALL-TIME COACHES
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STADIUM UPDATE
 As committed as the Vikings are to bringing a Super Bowl cham-
pionship to the fans and to the state, the franchise is equally devoted to 
securing a long-term home for the team in Minnesota. The Vikings are 
one of the few NFL franchises without a stadium solution but remain 
determined to collaborate with the State Legislature, the Governor and 
local leaders to resolve this issue. With the team’s Metrodome lease 
set to expire in 2011 and costs increasing $50 million with each year of 
delay, 2009 is the critical year to preserve the long-term viability of the 
Vikings in Minnesota. 
 Working with the Metropolitan Sports Facilities Commission 
(MSFC), the Vikings are moving forward on a public-private partnership 
that will open a new, multi-purpose stadium on the current Metrodome 
site in the year 2012. The two sides will present this stadium develop-
ment plan to the 2009 Legislature for consideration. The joint proposal 
will include specifi c stadium design and program elements, a fi nance 
plan and principles of agreement on how the new facility will be operated 
and governed, all crucial topics for state leaders to analyze as they work 
to reach a stadium solution in 2009. The economic development pro-
posal will include three critical elements that go beyond hosting Vikings 
home games:
• A retractable-roof stadium that will give Minnesotans a state-of-the-
art venue to be used year-round for high school and amateur sports, 
trade shows, community and cultural events, as well as national and 
international happenings.
• A Winter Garden light rail train station that will serve as a connect-
ing point for the future Central Corridor light rail line and the existing 
Hiawatha line. This gathering place is integral to the Vikings vision of 
the overall development and will host indoor/outdoor activities for transit 
riders, neighborhood residents, downtown workers and stadium attend-
ees.
• A privately-fi nanced redevelopment of the Downtown East area 
that will include offi ce buildings, residences, shops and restaurants. This 
exciting project will create jobs, boost the economy and bring a renewed 
energy to this area of Minneapolis.

Defensive Coordinator Leslie Frazier

Good afternoon. It feels good to be looking forward to a nationally-televised ballgame this Saturday 
night and to get our fi rst preseason win was a plus for our football team. Getting a chance to move on 
and continue to make progress as a team is what the goal is as we go forward.

Q: What kind of progress do you see from week one to week two in preseason games?
A: The fact that our starters played a little bit more was a plus, just to fi nd out where they are from a conditioning standpoint. It seems like we’ve come 
out of camp in pretty good condition and we have to maintain that now that we’ve gone to an in-season schedule. The fact that we came out relatively 
injury-free in comparison to the fi rst week, that was a plus. But the conditioning and the fact that we had a little bit more continuity with our fi rst group, 
those were plus signs, things that we were looking for. With our second group, our backups got in the ballgame in the second half. They really did a good 
job of fl ying around, and there were some guys that stood out. That was something we wanted to be able to see as we’re trying to develop the roster. 

Q: How much of what you do in the preseason from a defensive standpoint is result-oriented?
A: If a team gets points you’re more analyzing how they got the points. What were you doing on defense? Were you doing some things that you would 
be doing during the regular season? You’re really evaluating personnel more than you are schemes, for the most part. I know in our case you’re doing 
some basic things because you’re working on fundamentals; you’re working on techniques. You’re not doing things that you might do from a game 
plan standpoint. For instance, Seattle, we didn’t watch any tape of Seattle before we played them other than the day before the game. The same with 
Baltimore. Now this week it will be a little more game-like, but we still wouldn’t put together some things that we might do during the regular season. So 
you evaluate more personnel and other factors. Are you tackling well? Are you running to the football? Are you playing at the tempo that you want your 
defense to play at? Are they understanding situations? You’re evaluating different things at this time of year. 

Q: So many guys in that second group have stood out. Can you single a few out?
A: Brandon Sumrall made a heck of a play on an interception in that second half and did a great job on covering a punt. He just broke through two guys 
who really were holding him, and he just refused to be blocked. He made some big plays for us. I thought Leger Douzable, along with Letroy Guion, both 
of those guys played well. Otis Grigsby is having a great training camp and that carried over into this second ballgame. He played a very good ballgame 
against Seattle, and he did it again (at Baltimore). Those were some of the guys that stood out. Vinny Ciurciu was another one that played well. David 
Herron, in the few snaps that he had, did a good job as well. There were some other guys also - (Husain) Abdullah, Tyrell (Johnson), being with the fi rst 
unit, getting some action, and really standing up and not being afraid and playing well. He played with some confi dence. So there were some young 
guys who did some things that give you hope. 

Q: How have you seen the fundamentals develop in these fi rst two games?
A: I thought we improved from the fi rst game to the second game. There were still a couple of things that we were a little off on. For instance, Baltimore 
broke a long run in that fi rst quarter against our fi rst unit where we got out of our gaps. That’s one of things we pride ourselves on, being disciplined in 
our run defense and everybody being gap accountable. We got out of our gaps and we saw the results from it, so hopefully that will get us back to what 
we preach all of the time about run defense, and that’s staying where you need to be and letting the play come to you. That’s one reason that we’ve 
been good in run defense. Then the fact that we did a good job, it seemed, with our secondary and linebackers understanding what we are teaching in 
pass defense. We didn’t give up any big plays and part of that was good technique with our linebackers and our secondary, but also I thought our pass 
rush was very good. Seeing Jared (Allen) break through and get a couple of sacks. He had a chance to really have three sacks and one kid got away 
from him. That was encouraging. That’s something that we’ve been trying to work on, cutting down on big plays in the passing game. To get that done 
in the second ballgame is something we hope to build on. 

Q: How is the chemistry coming along between Jared Allen, Kevin Williams and Pat Williams?
A: I think it’s really come along faster than I thought it would. He’s a guy who has achieved a great deal in this league in a short time, but Kevin and Pat 
are real established in the National Football League as premier defensive tackles so you’re always wondering how that’s going to mesh and how it will 
fi t and if it will create some tensions with egos and so on. But that hasn’t been the case. Those guys really respect one another’s games, and they’ve 
really gelled very well. Now it’s just a matter of playing together and seeing each other in adverse situations as well as positive situations to see how guys 
react. You fi nd out a lot about people when things don’t go well, and that’s part of growing as a group. We’re going through that in the preseason. 

Q: Is it more important now to have Darren Sharper back there with Tyrell Johnson, the rookie, right next to him?
A: No question; I’d dread to think what it would be like to have Tyrell and another rookie there with what we have ahead of us. It just means so much 
to us to have Sharper in our secondary with all of the experience that he has plus the experience he has in this scheme. So it’s putting a little bit more 
on him because he has to communicate more than he had to when Madieu (Williams) was here or when he was with another safety, but he’s handled 
it very well. Hopefully it won’t take away from his game because we’re asking him to do a little bit more from a verbal communication standpoint. But I 
think he can handle it. He knows what we want done and how we want to get it done, but he’s been a great plus for Tyrell. 

Q: Darren Sharper made a few plays last week. Does that show you that he can handle it?
A: Yeah, that’s encouraging because you don’t want it to take away from his game when he’s concerned about, “Is Tyrell lined up right? Is Tyrell correct 
on what we’re doing and where he needs to fi t?” It showed this last weekend that he can play his game and still help us with a young safety. 

Q: Do teams typically show more of what they’re going to do in the regular season in this third preseason game?
A: Some teams will; some teams will. They’ll show some things a little bit more. Sometimes people put some stuff on tape just to be a smoke screen, 
to make a team they’re playing the fi rst game of the season prepare for this when in actuality that’s not what they’re going to be or what they’re going 
to do. It depends on the team.

Q: How much can you tell about your team in the preseason since no one really tries anything?
A: You’re practicing and you’re trying to put your team in game-like situations in practice. You’re right. It’s not game, but neither is the preseason because 
the intensity and the level of play really rises when you open up in September. You’re working on things in the preseason that you may not show in 
the regular season, but this has gone on forever. It’s just the way it’s done, but you have to have a plan. You have to know what you’re trying to get 
accomplished in training camp, and for us, we’re trying to get better on some basic techniques and basic fundamentals. We want to be a better pass 
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defense by not giving up big plays in the passing game, so we’ve got some things that we’re working on within our base defense, and anything we do 
exotically you’re working on during the training camp. 

Q: Are you on schedule right now in comparison to where you are in the preseason?
A: I think we are. This game will be a big test because Pittsburgh is a playoff team. They’re going to play their starters a little bit longer, so our starters 
will be going up against their starters for a little bit longer of a period. It will be a good test for our defense because of how well they run the football and 
how good their quarterback and receivers are. We’ll get a better barometer of where we are and how far we have to go before we get to September 8. 

Q: You talk about the defensive line and their accountability. How do you instill that in guys that just want to get to the ball and may be getting 
outside of their assignments?
A: That’s a good question. That’s part of what happened on the one play the other day. You’ve got guys that are very good players and want to make 
plays, and to say, “Stay where you need to be, even though you could possibly make this play. You’ve just got to understand the team concept of defense 
and it’s a team defense as opposed to individuals. If you’re where you need to be, whether it’s in pass coverage or run defense, the plays will come to 
you. You just have to be patient and just do what we ask you to do and you’ll get your stats and you’ll get the things that you want personally, but it will 
also make our team defense better.”
